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Select Your Source
 Use the NEC Remote Controller to select which source to show on the monitor.
  - The “Source” buttons are below the blue buttons:
    [RGB/PC] selects the PC Computer
        - “RGB/PC1” puts the computer image on the plasma monitor
        - “RGB/PC3” does not function - “No Input”
    [VIDEO] selects the VCR
        - “Video 1” does not function - “No Input”
        - “Video 2” is the VCR which will be shown on the monitor
        - “Video 3” does not function - “No Input”
    [DVD/HD] does not function

VCR
  If you intend to play a VHS videotape, turn the VCR “On”:
   - Press the “Power” button on the VCR (located in the right side of the shelf  
    below the Plasma Monitor) - or -
   - Use the “Power” button on the VCR Remote Control (not shown).

  Insert VHS videotape 
   - If the tape begins playing as soon as it is inserted, press “STOP” on the VCR  
   remote control or on the front of the VCR. (Some VCR’s automatically begin  
   playing tapes that do not have the “record” tab.)
  - If you need to cue up the videotape to a specifi c point, do this beforehand so  
   that you don’t have any unnecessary delays in your presentation. Once the   
   tape is “cued up”, stop the VCR. (“Pause” generally only works for a minute or  
   two before stopping the VCR.) Playing VHS videotape 
   - The VCR remote control provides all of the functions for playing a VHS   
   videotape: Stop/Play/Pause/Search/etc.
    “Volume” does not function. (See “Adjust the Audio” below.)
    “Record” does not function because there is no video source connected to  
    the VCR’s input.

 Controlling the Audio Volume
  “VOLUME” (in the middle of the NEC Remote Controller) is used to raise (�) 
  or lower (―) the volume of the selected source.
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NEC Remote Controller Advanced Features
 The NEC Remote Controller provides advanced features that allow you to: 
  Change the size of the image on the monitor;
  Select a specifi c area on the screen to enlarge; and,
  Change the video and audio settings if necessary.

   Size of Image on Screen
    [WIDE] - Allows you to select different aspect ratios which produce   
    different sized images on the monitor:
     - “NORMAL” - Image is displayed in same aspect ration as any TV;
     - “FULL” - Displayed image is larger than “Normal”;
     - “STADIUM” - Displayed image completely fi lls monitor screen;
     - “ZOOM” - Go to a closer/wider view of a specifi c area of monitor screen;
     - “2.35:1” - Image is enlarged so that approximately twice “NORMAL”,   
        which means only half of picture is displayed; and,
     - “14:9” -Largest sized image is displayed, which really reduces amount  
        of original image:

   Select specifi c area of display to enlarge
    [POINTER] is available in “NORMAL”, “FULL”, “ZOOM”, and “14:9”
      - When the pointer is active, the [POSITION/CONTROL] knob allows 
         you to position the pointer at any point on the screen. 
         Once you have positioned the pointer, use the [ZOOM] button to 
        zoom in (�) to a closer view  or  zoom back (―) to a wider view.
     - To exit the “ZOOM” mode, press [EXIT]

   Change the video and audio settings
    [MENU/ENTER] allows you to fi ne tune the audio and video settings.
     Note: These settings normally do not need to be changed. Do not attempt to   
     change any settings unless you have some experience doing this. Also, don’t   
     attempt to do this while giving your presentation because the menu screens can  
     be distracting to your audience.

    [MENU/ENTER] displays the following menus:
     - “PICTURE” - Tweak the image on the monitor
        Contrast/Brightness/Sharpness/Color/etc.;
     - “AUDIO” - Tweak the audio settings
        Bass/Treble/Balance;
     - “IMAGE ADJUST” - Change the aspect ratio (See [WIDE] above.) 
        *and adjust the vertical/horizontal position of the image;
     - “OPTION 1”* - This menu screen is only to be used by the CRC staff.
